OPENING CEREMONY

i. The Chairman of the Organising Committee (Indonesian Medical Association),                Dr Ihsan Oetama, delivered the Opening Speech, and welcomed all delegates from MASEAN member associations to the 11th MASEAN Conference. 

ii. The Outgoing MASEAN Chairman, and President of the Cambodian Medical Association, Prof Sau Sok Khonn, welcomed all delegates who were present at the 11th MASEAN Conference. He spoke on the development and training of human resources, which is a critical component in the region’s health development efforts. With increasing globalisation in the trade of services and professionals, it is also important to work towards establishing regional standards for medical training and practice.

iv. The Guest-of-Honour, Minister of Health, Republic of Indonesia, H E Dr Achmad Sujudi, extended a warm welcome to all delegates. 

v. This was followed by a photo-taking session with the Guest-of-Honour, MASEAN delegates, and Council Members of the Indonesian Medical Association.

Roll Call and Introduction of MASEAN Delegates

i. MASEAN Secretary General Dr Wong Chiang Yin welcomed all MASEAN delegates and thanked the Indonesian Medical Association for organising the 11th MASEAN Conference. He proceeded to conduct a roll call and invited MASEAN delegates to introduce themselves. 

ii. Dr Wong Chiang Yin also welcomed the Lao Medical Association, which was established on 18 June 2003. As a medical association, it would be eligible for MASEAN membership. Dr Wong’s proposal to invite the Lao Medical Association to join MASEAN as a member was met with unanimous agreement from all present. 

iii. On behalf of the Lao Medical Association, President Dr Khamphay Rasmy thanked the delegates and accepted the invitation. He said that it was their honour to participate in the 11th MASEAN Conference. 

iv. On behalf of all MASEAN members present, Prof F A Moeloek welcomed the Lao Medical Association.

v. Dr Wong Chiang Yin noted that Brunei had yet to form its own national medical association, and hence could not become a MASEAN member yet.

Presentation of Country Reports

i.

iii. Datuk Dr N Arumugam invited MASEAN members to attend the MMA Annual General Meeting in May 2005, Malacca. Datuk Dr Arumugam also proposed to put up an online calendar of MASEAN members’ association activities on the MASEAN website, so that other members who were interested to attend could take note of the dates.

iv. Dr Wong Chiang Yin agreed that members who wished to inform other members of their association’s events, such as Annual General Meetings and conferences, could request the MASEAN Secretariat to upload details to the MASEAN website.

MASEAN Resolution
i. Arising from the discussions during the three symposiums on medical education held on 29 July 2004, the Indonesian Medical Association drafted a MASEAN Resolution on ‘Strengthening Professional Medical Education in Support of Health Development in the ASEAN Region’. (See Appendix 1.)
The Resolution was proposed by Indonesian Medical Association and seconded by Malaysian Medical Association.

ii. Dr Wong Chiang Yin thanked the IMA for preparing the Resolution. 

5.3
Minutes of 10th MASEAN Mid-Term Meeting in Singapore, November 2002

i. In reference to Paragraph 3.3 on ‘Report by Chairman of Task Force on GATS and AFAS’, Dr Wong Chiang Yin proposed to have a MASEAN representative attend the AFTA meeting, which is held every three months, and to request for the minutes.

ii. The minutes were passed as proposed by the Malaysian Medical Association and seconded by the Vietnam Medical Association, with the following amendment from Brunei:

Paragraph 4.3.1 on ‘MASEAN Membership – Brunei and Lao’
To replace ‘ASEAN’ with ‘MASEAN’, so that the corrected sentence will read as “The meeting noted that Brunei and Lao, which are not MASEAN countries, have yet to form their own medical associations.”

5.4
MASEAN Secretariat Report

i.
According to the MASEAN Constitution, Article 9 on ‘Site of Secretariat’: 
“The Secretariat of MASEAN shall be located in a city within ASEAN. The term of the Secretariat shall be four (4) years and is renewable at the end of each term at a MASEAN Conference.”

ii. Dr Wong Chiang Yin reported that the Singapore Medical Association had hosted the MASEAN Secretariat for the past four years. Accordingly, it was time for the MASEAN membership to decide who would host the Secretariat for the next four-year term.

iii. The Malaysian Medical Association’s proposal for the SMA to continue hosting the Secretariat was unanimously supported by MASEAN members. 

Datuk Dr N Arumugam also proposed that each member association contribute a sum of US$100 for the Secretariat’s working funds, which would be used when necessary, and can be carried over to the next association hosting the Secretariat.

iv. On behalf of the Singapore Medical Association, Dr Wong Chiang Yin thanked the MASEAN membership for the honour, and accepted the invitation to continue hosting the MASEAN Secretariat for another four years.

iv. Dr Wong added that the SMA could continue to fund the MASEAN Secretariat. Nonetheless, he would like to propose that Datuk Dr N Arumugam’s proposal be tabled as a constitutional amendment at the next meeting. The MASEAN members present unanimously agreed. 

5.5
Proposed Schedule of MASEAN Meetings
i. Dr Wong Chiang Yin reported that the schedule for the MASEAN meetings was pushed back by a year due to the SARS outbreak in early 2003. 

ii. Thailand Medical Association was affirmed as the host of the 11th MASEAN Mid-Term Meeting in 2005.

iii. According to the MASEAN Bylaws, Article 4 on ‘Meetings’:

“A MASEAN Conference shall be held every two (2) years and will be organised by the member associations in turn according to alphabetical order of the name of each member country unless otherwise determined in the preceding MASEAN Conference.”
